Moved by Val Gieseke, seconded by Dave Wiehe to approve the minutes of the April 19th board meeting as presented.
Jan presented the financial statement.  Moved by Larry Nevin, seconded by Val Gieseke to approve the April financial statement.

Committee Reports:

1. Annual meeting: No current plans to meet.  

2. Spring Fling: Joann reported that income from the event was $1944.00 with expenses of $2272.00 a net of $-328.48. There were 30 vendors present. The Ambulance, K9 and Kid’s Korner were big hits.   

3. Business & Industry: There will be a Golf Outing and cook-out in the park with kids invited and games for them-DTBD


4. Festival Events:  Jan reported that Fall Fest will be moved to the weekend before the bike ride to match the car show. Sept 15/16 with the Bike Ride Sept 22. Individuals are being called to volunteer for the committee and the event. The Firemen have been contacted regarding a Water Fight. They may consider it and will let us know after their next meeting.  Events planned for those two days are City Wide Garage Sales, Scarecrow, Golden Pumpkin, Kid’s Fest, Kiddie Parade, and Skate Park Competition. New events are also being discussed. 

5. Retail Promotions:   Halloween and Thanksgiving will be the two retail promotions this year. Santa’s Workshop will also be done.

6. Young Ambassador/Membership:  Young Ambassadors have been selected for 2012-13. It was decided to allow Shawn Larson to participate even though he may open enrolling to Cameron High School.  A restriction may be added to the application next year. The second applicant selected is Rebecca Bee. Scholarships will be given to Ryley and Kaitlin at the Senior Awards ceremony June 1st. A meeting between the 4 Young Ambassadors will be scheduled within the next 2 weeks.  

7. Administrative: Dave updated us on the progress of the Web site. A meeting with the vendors has taken place. Costs and capabilities are being reviewed. The whole process will take 4-6 months after the vendor has been selected. The cost should be lower than what has been budgeted for the Chamber’s part. 

8. Budget/Finance:  With Joann stepping down from the board it was decided Dave Weihe would be the second signer on the checking account and balance the statement. Val Gieseke will be added as a third signer.

Other Business-

Jan asked if businesses should be contacted that have not paid dues as yet. It was decided if they had paid in the last 3 years they would be called as a reminder. 

Discussion regarding the painting of the Welcome to Barron signs revealed the city had purchased paint for them. It is assumed the city is taking on the task of re-painting them.
