1. Annual meeting:  no activity.

5. Retail Promotions:  There has been interest in a bill board along Hwy 53 for Chamber events and business information. The cost of the bill board has recently been reduced to $4000.00 annually from $6000.00. Currently there are bill boards for BFU Truck stop, McDonald’s and Donan’s Furniture. It was decided that we cannot justify the cost.

6. Young Ambassador/Membership:  Young Ambassador packets have been sent to student services and Meleta Mullen the home schooled contact. They are due back May 6th with interviews the week of May 20th. Dave W. wanted to make sure the online students were notified. Jan will place a notice in the Barron News-Shield.

7. Administrative: The new city/chamber/economic development website is live. The website has a Featured Business section with a monthly cost of $100.00. We will be able to view the number of hits on the website, this should encourage businesses to advertise there.
