This was the first time the music had been extended an additional hour until 11:00pm. The parade had approximately the same number of entries- 35 as last year but spectator attendance was up. Jan made a motion to utilize the income from Fall Fest for the Holiday Light project. Dave Wiehe seconded the motion. Kristen Bernal added that Jan should also be reimbursed her costs for lights in addition to the income expenditure. Motion was approved.
5. Retail Promotions: The Shop in Barron donation basket has been completed for the Humane Society.
