

Minutes of a regular session of the Common Council of the City of Barron held October 9, 2012 in the Council Chambers of City Hall.  Council members present:  David Vruwink, Rod Nordby, Kevin Haller, Ron Fladten, Mike Dietrich, Tony Allen and Bob Rollins.  Absent:  none.  Others present:  Gerald Liden, Dave Hanson, Nathan Emmons, Bob Zientara, Brenda Beaulieu, Brittany Peterson, Melissa Holmquist and Linda Chinander,  

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor David Vruwink.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said at this time.

Alderperson Ron Fladten started the meeting with a prayer.

Roll call was taken and a quorum was declared.

Moved by Dietrich, seconded by Allen to approve the consent agenda, as follows:

Consent agenda:

1.  Approval of the minutes of September 11, 2012.

1.  Approval of the bills.

1. Authorize the use of the field next to Wayside Cemetery on the north-east corner of USH 8 and North 18th Street by the Past Reflections Car Club on
Sunday, September 15, 2013.

1. Approval of the recommendation of the Police Committee to authorize Byron Miller, Chief of Police and Mike Freeman, Assistant Chief of Police to attend the Wisconsin Chiefs of Police Association/Fourth Class City’s, Villages & Townships Mid-winter Training Conference in Wisconsin Dells on February 10 -13, 2013.

1. Approval of the recommendation of the Police Committee to change the Police Department Records Management System (SLEET Software), to TiPSS (Titan Public Safety Solutions).  Cost:  Year 1 - $10,693.33; Year 2 - $10,839.98 and Year 3 - $10,990.83.

1. Authorize the Mayor & City Clerk-Treasurer to sign the necessary papers for
the gift of property from David & Nancy Cusick, 44 South 4th Street, Barron.

1. Approval of the proposal dated September 22, 2012 from Master Asbestos
Abatement, Inc. for the removal/disposal of the asbestos at 44 South 4th Street
at an estimated cost of $1,700.00 to $2,000.00.


Voting in favor:  Nordby, Haller, Fladten, Dietrich, Allen and Rollins.
Voting against:  none.  Motion carried 6 ayes 0 nayes.

Brenda Beaulieu, 143 East River Avenue appeared to discuss the trees that 
were removed from Anderson Park near the tennis courts.  Ms. Beaulieu alleges that said trees were owned by her and her husband.  They would like a fence built as well as some trees.  The Property Committee will meet with the Beaulieu’s in an attempt to resolve
said issue.

Melissa Holmquist, 41 South 8th Street and Linda Chinander, 49 South 8th Street appeared to discuss their curb and gutter request.   They feel that the city should install
curb and gutter in front of their residences as part of on-going maintenance paid for
by the city.    The Street Committee will meet with them to further discuss this matter.

Moved by Dietrich, seconded by Haller to approve the proposal dated September 26, 2012 from Jackie Macewicz of CN regarding the $25,000.00 one-time incentive payment in exchange for the City’s  voluntary permanent closure and vacation of roadway from CN’s right-of-way of the 2nd Street crossing.   Motion carried 6 ayes 0 nayes.

Proposal(s) to remove the building at 44 South 4th Street and fill in the basement were opened at this time, as follows:

2.    Antzcak Construction, Inc.                                      $10,450.00
3.    Bjugstad Enterprises/Community Sanitation             $9,190.00

Moved by Fladten, seconded by Allen to award the demolition work at 44 South 4th Street to Wirth Bros. Excavating, LLC in the amount of $4,900.00 to $5,400.00 as outlined in their proposal dated October 8, 2012.  Motion carried 6 ayes 0 nayes.

James Kittleson, street department/cemetery employee recently advised the city clerk that he will be retiring effective December 3, 2012 after thirty-four + years of employment.

Earlier this evening the Street Committee met and are recommending that the city hire Ben Cole to replace James Kittleson at an hourly rate of $18.05.

Moved by Fladten, seconded by Rollins to approve the recommendation of the Street Committee and hire Ben Cole at an hourly rate of $18.05.  Motion carried 6 ayes 0 nayes.

A preliminary review of the 2013 City of Barron budget was done at this time.   The adoption of the 2013 City of Barron budget is slated for November 13, 2012.

Committee reports of meetings held since last month were given at this time.
