

Minutes of a regular session of the Common Council of the City of Barron held December 11, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall.  Council members present:  David Vruwink, Rod Nordby, Kevin Haller, Ron Fladten, Tony Allen and Bob Rollins.  Absent:  Mike Dietrich.  Others present:  Gerald Liden and Monti Hallberg.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor David Vruwink.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said at this time.

Alderperson Ron Fladten gave a prayer at this time.

Roll call was taken and a quorum was declared.

Moved by Fladten, seconded by Haller to approve the consent agenda, as follows:

Consent agenda:

a. Approval of the minutes of November 13, 2012; November 16, 2012 and 
December 4, 2012.

b. Approval of the bills.

c. Approval of the insurance renewal with EMC Insurance Companies for calendar year 2013 at an estimated net premium of $77,176.00 + Data
compromise coverage for $677.00.

d. Approval of the terms and conditions outlined in a letter dated November 30, 2012 from Andrew J. Harrington regarding hiring the firm of Liden, Dobberfuhl & Harrington, S.C. as the City Attorney as of January 1, 2013. 

Voting in favor:  Nordby, Haller, Fladten, Allen and Rollins.
Voting against:  none.  Motion carried 5 ayes 0 nayes.

Monti Hallberg, District Administrator of the Barron Area School District appeared to discuss his November 1, 2012 letter in which he inquired of the city for use of some of the former city shop property located on South 14th Street.  The BASD is interested in using this for their stockpile of chips, shavings and pole ends.  Currently, they are piled in the High School parking lot.  Mr. Hallberg felt it would reduce their liability and noise level from chipping, and provide a safer stockpiling area.  Mr. Hallberg will survey the neighborhood to determine what times would best be suited for chipping.  They chip about ten times per year.  No action was taken on said request this evening.

Mayor Vruwink announced that it was 7:40 p.m. and that a public hearing was scheduled on the proposed vacation of a parcel of land approximately 66’ X 100’ which is used as the North Second Street railroad crossing.   

Mayor Vruwink announced three times that he would entertain comments from the public from those persons wishing to comment on the proposed vacation.   There being no persons wishing to comment, the public hearing was closed at 7:42 p.m.

RESOLUTION VACATING
SECOND STREET RAILROAD CROSSING

	The City Council of the City of Barron, Barron County, Wisconsin, by this resolution, adopted on proper notice with a quorum and by roll call vote by a majority of the City Council members present and voting resolves and orders the permanent closure and vacation of land described as follows:
	A parcel of land, bounded on the north by N. Second Street, on the south by Grove Avenue, and to the east and west by the C.N. Railway-Wisconsin Central Limited, being located in the Plat of Carpenter’s Addition to the City of Barron and in the SW 1/4 of the NE 1/4 of Section 28, T34N, R12W, Barron County, Wisconsin, containing 6,604 square feet of land and being further described as follows:
	Commencing at the N ¼ corner of said Section 28; thence S00°49’35”W, 1853.18 feet along the N-S ¼ line of said section to the north right-of-way line of the C.N. Railway-Wisconsin Central Limited; thence S87°16’56”E, 743.33 feet along said north line to the west right-of-way line of N. Second Street and the point of beginning; thence continuing S87°16’56”E, 66.04 feet along said north Railway right-of-way line to the east right-of-way line of N. Second Street; thence S00°51’04”W, 100.05 feet along said east line extended to the south right-of-way of the C.N. Railway-Wisconsin Central Limited; thence N87°16’56”W, 66.04 feet along said south line to the extended west right-of-way line of N. Second Street; thence N00°51’04”E, 100.05 feet along said west line to the point of beginning.
	A scale map of the land that will be affected by this resolution is attached.
Motion carried 5 ayes 0 nayes.
Moved by Fladten, seconded by Rollins to waive the fees for the park shelter in Anderson Park for the Pregnancy Help Center as requested by their letter dated November 19, 2012.  Motion carried 5 ayes 0 nayes.
Discussion took place upon whether or not to install stop signs at our railroad crossings within the City of Barron rather than using the existing yield signs.  Canadian National will begin hauling frac sand next week.   It was decided to continue with the yield signs.  
No action was taken this evening on the proposals for trim work on windows in the Carnegie portion of our public library.   One of the proposals will need clarification.

Committee reports of meetings held since last month were given at this time.

Moved by Nordby, seconded by Haller to adjourn into closed session at 8:15 p.m. as authorized by Wis. Stats. 19.85 (1) (c) for the purpose of considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.

Moved by Fladten, seconded by Nordby to authorize Mayor Vruwink and Clerk-Treasurer Slagstad to sign the 2013 Agreement between the City of Barron and the Barron Police Association/WPPA/Leer Division as recommended by the Wage Negotiation Committee.  Motion carried 5 ayes 0 nayes.

Moved by Haller, seconded by Rollins to approve the 2013 wages and benefits for non-union employees as recommended by the Wage Negotiation Committee and outlined in the December 11, 2012 memo from Clerk-Treasurer Slagstad.  Motion carried 5 ayes 0 nayes.
