Others present:  Gerald Liden, Dave Hanson, Larry Johnson, Bob Zientara, Duane Talbert, Sharon Masek, John Gevens, Lorna Monroe, Virgil Monroe, Brenda Beaulieu, Amanda Olson, Cas Olson and Tyler Gruetzmacher.

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Council President Rod Nordby.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said at this time.

Alderperson Ron Fladten gave a prayer at this time.

Roll was taken and a quorum was declared.

Quotes for windows in the Carnegie portion of the Barron Public Library were presented as follows:

1.  S & S Glass and Door – proposal dated September 7, 2012                     $25,386.00
2.  Rice Lake Glass and Door – proposal dated October 11, 2012                 $30,730.00

Moved by Dietrich, seconded by Fladten to approve the recommendation of the Library Board and to approve the proposal from S & S Glass and Door in the amount of $25,386.00.  Motion carried 5 ayes 0 nayes.

Moved by Haller, seconded by Dietrich to approve the November 15, 2012 quote from Barron Supply for an A770 Bobcat All-Wheel Steer Loader, less the trade-in of our 2006 A300 loader for a net quote of $24,913.72. Motion carried 5 ayes 0 nayes.

Duane Talbert, Agent appeared on behalf of Erickson’s Diversified Corporation, Econo Foods # 325, 622 East LaSalle Avenue in Barron to seek approval of a Class “A” Combination Liquor & Fermented Malt Beverage License for the period ending June 30, 2013.   Mr. Talbert indicated that the liquor department would be housed in the area currently serving Mr. Movies.   They will be able to lock the liquor area from their customers when the liquor store is closed.

Moved by Fladten, seconded by Allen to grant the Class “A” Combination Liquor & Fermented Malt Beverage License to Erickson’s Diversified Corporation as requested.  Motion carried 5 ayes 0 nayes.

Alderperson Bob Rollins appeared at 6:50 p.m.

Rod Nordby, President of the Common Council called the public hearing to order at 7:00 p.m.   

The purpose of the public hearing was to receive public comment on the request of the Canadian National Railroad to close the railroad crossing on North Third Street.

The following people spoke in opposition to closing the North Third Street railroad crossing:  Virgil Monroe; Larry Johnson, Fire Chief; Brenda Beaulieu and Cas Olson.   Some of the reasons included: detrimental to a new business; difficulty for emergency vehicles to get to someone living north of the crossing in a timely manner.

Tyler Gruetzmacher indicated that if the crossing was closed, he would like to see that a pedestrian crossing be allowed.

There was no one from the public wishing to speak in favor of closing the Third Street railroad crossing.

There being no other persons wishing to comment, Council President Nordby closed the public hearing at 
7:10 p.m.

Moved by Fladten, seconded by Rollins that the Common Council of the City of Barron go on record as wishing to keep the North Third Street railroad crossing open rather than closing it to vehicular traffic.  Motion carried 6 ayes 0 nayes.
