Moved by Allen, seconded by Rollins to approve the proposed agreement between the City of Barron and JMH Inspections, Inc. (James Heldstab) for building inspection duties and authorize Mayor Vruwink and Clerk-Treasurer Slagstad to sign said agreement on behalf of the City of Barron.  Motion carried 3 ayes 2 nayes.  (Haller and Dietrich voting naye).

Last evening the Codes & Ordinances Review Committee recommended that the Common Council of the City of Barron not approve the Ordinance regulating the underage possession and consumption of alcohol at private residences located in the City of Barron.   They believe that our current Ordinance is adequate.

Moved by Dietrich, seconded by Haller to approve the recommendation of the Codes & Ordinances Review Committee and reject the proposed Ordinance as outlined above.
Motion carried 5 ayes 0 nayes.

Moved by Allen, seconded by Haller to approve Ordinance No. 2012 – 4 as proposed:

Ordinance No. 2012 - # 3

An ordinance to amend the Fermented Malt Beverages and Intoxicating Liquor Ordinance to permit the consumption of alcoholic beverages on open outdoor deck, patio or other area so designated upon duly licensed premises. 

Chapter 2
Article A
Section 7
Subsection 7-2-7(H)

(H) Licensed Premises

(K) A licenses structure may also include the following:

1. Outdoor decks, patios, terraces or similar areas described in the license application which comply with the following regulations:
0. The area must be attached to or antiguous to the principal structure. 
0. The area shall not exceed the square footage of the principal structure.
0. The area may allow tobacco use by adults.
0. If the alcohol license designates a capacity number for the principal structure, the outside expansion shall not increase the capacity.
0. The area shall not be used for amplified music or excessive noise after   10:00 p.m.
0. The area must conform with existing property line set back limits. 
0. The area must have a window, open door or other method of observation by the license holder to oversee use of the area.

1. No alcoholic beverages may be brought upon or from the area to any thorough fare, alley, sidewalk or parking area.

1. If the area is elevated above ground level it shall have such safety devices to protect users including, but not limited to, fences, railings, steps and banisters. 

This ordinance shall take effect the day after passage and publication as provided by law. 
Motion carried 5 ayes 0 nayes.
