
Minutes of a joint meeting of the Common Council of the City of Barron, Town of Barron Board and Town of Maple Grove Board held on August 21, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall.  Council members present:  David Vruwink, Rod Nordby, Ron Fladten, Mike Dietrich, Tony Allen and Bob Rollins.  Absent:  Kevin Haller.  Town of Barron Board members present:  Gary Nelson and Lee Swan (arrived at 6:07 p.m.).  Absent:  Darren Bjugstad.  Town of Maple Grove Board members present:  Irvin Humphrey and Paul Hutchison (arrived at 6:15 p.m.).  Absent:  Marg Campbell.  Others present:  Larry Johnson, Fire Chief, Gerald Liden, City Attorney and Gerald Henning.

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor David Vruwink.

The pledge of allegiance was done at this time.

Alderperson Fladten started the meeting with a prayer.

Roll call was taken and a quorum of the city council was declared.

The purpose of the meeting was to act upon the offer from David Cusick to donate his former law office located at 44 South 4th Street to the fire department, or the city and two towns as desired by the municipalities.   Mr. Cusick had six (6) conditions as part of his July 10, 2012 e-mail offer.

Moved by Nelson, seconded by Allen that the Barron Maple Grove Fire Department decline the offer dated July 10, 2012 from David Cusick for his property located at 44 South 4th Street because there is no immediate need of the fire department.  Motion carried unanimously.

Larry Johnson, Fire Chief reported that he received an estimate of $12,000.00 to take the building down.  If we disposed of the building at the Barron County Incinerator it would cost $55.00 per ton.  Kevin Masrud would inspect the building for asbestos at an initial cost of $400.00.   Bob Germer from the Spooner D.N.R. office would need to issue a letter that the building is free of asbestos before the  building could go to the incinerator.   Discussion followed on burning the building and it is highly unlikely that the building could be burned on its original site.

Moved by Allen, seconded by Fladten that the Common Council of the City of Barron accept the offer from David Cusick dated July 10, 2012 and that the property be used as a municipal parking lot.  Motion carried 5 ayes 0 nayes.
